When we arrived at Scotts Head for the two week-long camps, 
we were amazed at the changes that have been taking place in the 
lives of children who have been coming to these camps.  Over the 
last six years that we have been leading these camps, we have 
seen many of these kids make commitments to Christ.

In January each year we have been running the ministry side 
of these two weeks of camps with Coonabarabran and Gunnedah 
churches, and during the year we have been conducting follow up 
camps at Coonabarabran with kids who have made commitments. 
These have been four days of concentrated Bible teaching. Many 
of these children come from difficult home backgrounds and the 
locals have done a wonderful work of follow up. 

I sat opposite one of the boys and did not recognise him 
because of the calm that has settled over his life. I asked one of 
the girls what the Lord has meant to her. She said something like, 
"I couldn't live without Him. He has helped me through so much". 
Two of the older children testified of their faith in the Lord and 
some are already starting to take on leadership roles. A number of 
these kids are now teenagers. 

As you can imagine, this discipleship that is taking place in the 
lives of many of these children has sharpened our vision for 
church growth. We long to see processes like this happening in as 
many places as possible. We are hoping that such a process can 
begin at Tahlee......

Tahlee Heritage Tours

Over the past two years, more than 1200 people have enjoyed the 
picturesque Tahlee location, while taking a tour of historic Tahlee House and 
its surrounds, the convict built boat harbour and the former ballroom and 
billiard room.  

These tours not only provide the opportunity for visitors to learn about the 
history of Tahlee since it was settled by the Australian Agricultural Company in 
1826, but also to be challenged about their relationship with God as a Gospel 
message is shared prior to lunch in the historic ballroom.  The visitors are 
given the option of staying for this session, but 
very few leave.  So, praise God that since these 
tours have begun, nearly 1200 people have 
heard the message of salvation. 

The interest in these tours is increasing and 
bookings are continuing to be received for the 
months ahead.

Tahlee Bible College  is going through a period of 
change, with new courses being developed and 
new directions for the future being investigated.

English Programs

The College has been registered with the NSW 
Department of Education to offer two new courses 
starting this year - Certificate III and IV in 
English Proficiency. These courses are mainly 
to help prospective missionaries from overseas 
countries improve their English before going to 
their field of service, but other adults from a non-
English speaking background can enrol. 

With the commencement of these courses, two 
non-accredited courses being planned and the 
new TESOL course being developed, additional 
staff will be needed.

Certificate IV in Christian Ministry

This innovative one-year course provides the 
opportunity for students to know God and His 
Word better, to grow more like Jesus and to 
develop relationships skills and gifts for ministry.
